b. Photocopies of the 10™ and 12" Certificates

c. Certificate of Reserved Category, if any and proof of NCT category, if
applicable.

The candidates must submit four (2 stamp-size + 2 passport-size) photographs at the
time of payment of fees. The name of the candidate should be written in block letters
at the back of the photographs, and submitted in an envelope.

They should satisfy such other requirements as prescribed by the University.

The candidates should deposit the required fees at the SHS office, Room No. 60
(AUD, Kashmere Gale) during the following period from 31% July 2014 to
1° August 2014 & 4" August 2014 failing which their admission shall be cancelled.

The candidate should submit a Demand Draft of Rs. 28,000/- in the name of
“Ambedkar University, Delhi” payable at New Delhi. Cheque/Cash will not be
accepted in any case.

Two anti-ragging affidavits need to be submitted by the candidates — one by
student and another by Guardian/Parent. Each affidavit must be printed on a
Rs. 10/- non-judicial stamp paper, and the text should conform to the formats
