Work Description: The Research Assistant will be required to participate in the daily business of the
project. This will include assistance in administrative work, photocopying, transliteration of texts from
Nagari and Urdu to the roman script, English translation of Hindi and Urdu texts, typing out text from
printed and manuscriptural matter, copy-editing, report writing and creating annotated bibliographies. and
travelling to libraries and archives within and outside Delhi.

About Us: AUD is a public university of the Government of the NCT Delhi established in 2008. The
“Poetry in the Indo-Islamic Millennium” project is a part of the School of Letters.

Project details: The project will result in a concrete typescript for public dissemination and/or publication.
This is envisaged as an undergraduate and/or postgraduate course reader for classical
Hindi/Braj/Awadhi and Urdu/Dakani poetic traditions covering the three centuries before colonial rule. The
reader will involve collection of manuscript variants for poems, scholarly translation of the poetry into
English, development of a textual apparatus (including annotation, glossary, word list) to help students
navigate the poetry, a detailed introduction that presents such arcane matters as meter, rhythm, sound
and specialized critical terms in a manner accessible to the Indian student, deriving a transliteration
scheme to present poems in different scripts (Nagari, Urdu and Roman) for an easy reading experience
and a book proposal for publication of the course reader.
